
Guidelines and template for the review of the draft monitoring framework for the post-2020 global biodiversity framework
I. Background
1. The second meeting of the Open-ended Working Group
 on the Post-2020 Global Biodiversity Framework invited the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice at its twenty-fourth meeting to, among other things, carry out a scientific and technical review of the updated goals and targets, and related indicators and baselines, of the draft global biodiversity framework. Under agenda item 3 the Subsidiary Body will consider this issue. 

2. Tables 1 and 2, presents a draft monitoring framework for the 2050 Goals and the 2030 targets respectively. These tables are being made available for the purposes of peer review. In both tables’ interim formulations of the proposed 2050 goals and milestones and the 2030 targets are provided for context. Review comments are not being sought on these parts of the post-2020 global biodiversity framework at this time. Column A of the tables provides draft components of the goals and targets. Columns B and C of the tables provide draft monitoring elements and indicators to be used at the global level to monitor progress in the implementation of the post-2020 global biodiversity framework. Further column D provides information on the period baseline data is available for the indicator and on the frequency that the indicator is updated where known. Review comments are being sought on columns A, B, C and D only.

2.   When submitting comments, please adhere to the following guidelines as much as possible:

a. Please provide all comments in writing and in an MS Word or similar document format using the table provided below. 

b. Please provide full contact information for the individual/Government/organization submitting the comments. 

c. Please avoid commenting on issues related to grammar, spelling, or punctuation, unless it affects the overall meaning of the text, as the document will be edited as the final draft is prepared. 

d. To facilitate the revision process please be as specific as possible in your comments. In areas where you feel additional or alternative text or information is required, please suggest, if possible, what this text may look like or what should be included.

e. If you refer to additional sources of information, please include these with your comments when possible or provide a complete reference or hyperlink.  

f. Please focus your comments on columns A (components the draft goals and targets), B (monitoring elements), C (indicators) and D (indicator baseline year and frequency of updates) of tables 1 and 2. 

g. If you are suggestion the inclusion of additional indicators please provide information on if the indicator is currently operational, the organization supporting its development, its baseline (i.e. the year data is first available) and how frequently the indicator is updated (i.e. monthly, yearly, every two years etc.). 
h. All review comments will be posted on the webpage
 for the post-2020 global biodiversity framework in the interests of transparency

	It is not clear from the components and monitoring elements that the purpose of spatial planning in marine and aquatic ecosystems are intended for conservation and sustainable use of resources. Spatial plans are drawn up for a variety of reasons, which may not be in accordance with the objectives of the CBD.

These components should state that the plans must employ an ecosystem approach, with adequate consultation of all stakeholder groups, including Indigenous People and Local Communities (IPLC) engaged in small-scale fisheries.

	The following indicator – misplaced under the element on land-use plans –applies to marine spatial planning:

Number of countries using ecosystem-based approaches to managing marine areas (SDG indicator 14.2.1)

	Sustainable small-scale inland capture fisheries and aquaculture can have positive impacts on freshwater ecosystems and aquatic biodiversity, in addition to economic, social and nutritional contributions. The presence of inland fisheries is often a sign of healthy freshwater ecosystems.  
Indicators to monitor area under integrated water resources management (IWRM) should promote the integration of fisheries within freshwater management systems. The human right to water for fisheries-based livelihoods (non-consumptive uses) of IPLCs, including women, is currently neglected and should adequately be recognized.

	Clarify if data on Other effective area-based conservation measures (OECM) will be disaggregated by ecosystem (terrestrial / aquatic / marine) and management type (Indigenous Community Conserved Areas, for instance).

Include an indicator to monitor the number and area of Indigenous Community Conserved Areas, Marine Managed Areas, Locally Management Marine Areas and other community management arrangements.

	The component of the target T2.4. includes wording on “equitable governance” of protected areas (PA) and OECMs, but the monitoring element consists only of “trends in management effectiveness”. The consideration of equity should include safeguards to ensure no displacement or eviction of IPLCs, including small-scale fishing communities, due to establishment of PAs; and their effective participation in the governance of these areas.

	Not all Protected Areas Management Effectiveness (PAME) assessments address social and governance issues, or do so with significant gaps, for example in relation to negative livelihood and human rights impacts and the distribution of these impacts, particularly for women, Indigenous People and vulnerable groups.
The Framework should also monitor processes to secure free, prior and informed consent of IPLCs, including small-scale fishing communities, in the planning and implementation of PAs; and legislative and policy frameworks that recognize the rights of IPLCs, including small-scale fishing communities, to land, water, forests and other resources.

	The principles of preferential access to, and sustainable use of, marine wild capture fishery resources by IPLC small-scale fishers and fishworkers should be promoted while ensuring legal and safe harvest of these resources.

The monitoring framework can include the following:

- An indicator to monitor the creation and enforcement of exclusive small-scale artisanal non-towed fishing gear zones, thereby meeting SDG 14.b.1 (access for small-scale artisanal fishers to marine resources) as well as 14. 2 (sustainably manage and protect marine and coastal ecosystems), 14.4 (to regulate harvesting and overfishing, illegal, unreported, unregulated fishing and destructive fishing practices) and 14.5 (to conserve coastal and marine areas)
- An indicator monitoring the increase in legislation and policy regulating or prohibiting destructive fishing activities such as bottom trawling (Not necessarily captured in the FAO Code of Conduct for Responsible Fisheries questionnaire, the basis for SDG 14.6.1: Progress in the degree of implementation of international instruments aiming to combat illegal, unreported and unregulated fishing)

	Suggested indicators: 
Proportion of fish catch harvested by small-scale artisanal fisheries

Or 
Proportion of employment in small-scale, artisanal fisheries.
Or

Proportion of small-scale, artisanal fishing craft in total fishing fleet 
The scale can be defined nationally according to local contexts and fishing capacity.
Rationale: In order to monitor “trends in proportion of biological resources harvested though sustainable harvest practices (T.4.1)”, Parties with robust fisheries data systems can report on the proportion of fish catch harvested by small-scale artisanal fisheries (SSF). In data deficient fisheries, proportion of SSF in the total fleet can be a proxy.

	Modify component (T.8.1) to read:

“Sustainable management of marine and aquatic wild species of fauna and flora, including fisheries”

	The monitoring elements and indicators measuring trends in sustainable fisheries management and stock assessment do not adequately capture the intent of the Target (“By 2030, ensure benefits, including nutrition, food security, livelihoods, health and wellbeing, for people, especially for the most vulnerable through sustainable management of wild species of fauna and flora”).
Data on economic, social and nutritional contributions of fisheries from the FAO can be the basis of monitoring elements and indicators for this target.

	SDG indicator 14.b.1 is calculated on the basis of the efforts being made by countries to implement selected provisions of the Voluntary Guidelines for Securing Sustainable Small-Scale Fisheries in the Context of Food Security and Poverty Eradication (SSF Guidelines), specifically to recognize and protect access rights. 
We welcome the recognition of the link between the right to resources and expanded benefits from marine and aquatic biodiversity to nutrition, food security, livelihoods, health and wellbeing, in line with the SSF Guidelines.

The CBD can strengthen that link by urging parties to fully implement the SSF Guidelines for conservation and sustainable use of marine and aquatic biodiversity and the sustainable development of fishery livelihood dependent IPLCs.
